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Setting up Static 301 cameras. 
 
Take off the bottom half shell of the static camera. (4 off M4 Alan key headed 
screws).  
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
Using the programming cable supplied, locate SK4 and connect 4 way Molex 
header into this position. Connect the other end of the programming lead into the 
/PC serial Comms port. 
 

 
 

 
Open the programme FCB-A.exe and check that the programme automatically 
starts communicating with the camera module. 
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Point the camera at the required target and then adjust the ZOOM setting (top left 
hand corner of the FCB-A programme window. When the desired view is achieved, 
click on the SET button just under the word Custom in the bottom right hand corner 
of the window. This will load that ZOOM setting into the camera. To ensure that the 
camera has learned that setting switch the camera power off and then back on 
again and ensure that the zoom setting moves to the correctly adjusted view. 
 
Other camera parameters may be adjusted at will and similarly saved to the camera 
using the Custom SET button. Once learned the camera will always return to that 
mode after re-powering up. 
 
When happy with the camera moding, disconnect the header from SK4 and refit the 
bottom shell ensuring that the O ring seal is not damaged as the shell is put back in 
place.
